Among the inhabitants that can be easily seen
are sloths, iguanas, agoutis, armadillos, raccoons, coatimundis
and the adorable squirrel monkey. After the excursion, return to
the hotel where the remainder of the day is at leisure to enjoy
the beautiful grounds and amenities. Meal: B

DAY 7 Manuel Antonio: This morning, depart by coach to

the Nauyaca Waterfalls. Upon arrival, board smaller vehicles
for a ride through the beautiful landscape and wonders of the
tropical rain forest to the lower falls.
